Prospects:  Prospects aims to help folks with 
learning disabilities to participate in worship and 
develop a Christian faith through a monthly inter-
denominational service every second Friday 
meeting in our church. Give thanks for the  
Annual Prospects Celebration Weekend at  
Gartmore which took place last weekend. Over a 
120 folks (including carers) attended from all 
over Scotland and were encouraged and  
challenged by the theme "Jesus makes a  
difference". Pray for families and organisations

The Free Church General Assembly begins a 
week on Monday.
